HIAS is the global Jewish nonprofit that protects refugees whose lives are in danger for being who they are. Guided by Jewish values and history, HIAS works in the United States and over 10 countries around the world to help refugees rebuild their lives in safety and advocates to ensure that all displaced people are treated with dignity. 

HIAS Europe was established in 2019, registered as an NGO in Belgium. The office supports HIAS’ humanitarian work around the world, liaises with EU institutions and brings together the European Jewish community in support of refugees, asylum seekers and HIAS’ humanitarian mission more generally. 

HIAS Europe requests, receives and distributes grants funding from HIAS in United States, donors and the European Commission with an estimated annual budget ranging from €1 million to €5 million.  In addition, the operating budget of the European office is around €1 million per year. Combined, this represents around 30 to 50 transactions per month including payroll for the 6 employees.
